. EMERGENCY REPAIRS AT THE DEER PARK HIGH SCHOOL

Whereas, due to a broken underground pipe at the Deer Park High School, there is
water damage in the pool hallway and gymnasium.

Now, therefore, be it Resolved, that in accordance with all applicable laws and
regulations, the Board of Education hereby declares these conditions to be an
emergency affecting public buildings, public property and the health and safety of
students and staff, which requires immediate action to repair the underground pipe
with district emergency repair funds and start an insurance claim to repair the
damage caused by the broken pipe.
